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Conduct of the Races: 

Track officials are responsible for the proper conduct of the races. Decisions of track officials on questions of rules interpretations and procedure may be appealed to the event chairman. Decisions of track officials on questions of fact may not be appealed beyond the track chairman. 

Scouts AND PARENTS should also be familiar with these rules. 

C-1. Inspection Gages: All inspection will be conducted by one team at a special inspection area using scales and gages approved by the Chairman. (Please stress this fact to all members of your Pack: They should be prepared to make adjustments to their cars if necessary.) 

C-2. Impounding: Once the car has passed inspection and received its number sticker, a racing official will place the car on the table provided. 

C-3. Car Handling Responsibility: Racing officials will be responsible to stage the cars at the starting line, to retrieve the cars at the finish line (after the race has been called) and return the cars to the pit after the heat is finished. 
C-4. Lane Assignment: Lane assignment for each heat shall be determined by lot. 

C-5. Car Repair: If during the race anything falls off the car, it will stay off the car.  If the car becomes unable to race (i.e. wheel falls off) then the car will be disqualified.  If a car is damaged due to track fault or due to fault of another car or racing official, then the track chairman, at his sole discretion, may allow repair assistance. 

C-6. Car Interference: If, during a race heat, a car leaves its lane and, in so doing, interferes with another racer, then the car at fault shall be declared to have lost the race heat. (However, see C-9.) 

C-7. Car Leaves Lane: If, during a race heat, a car leaves its lane but proceeds down the track in a manner that does not interfere with its opponent, then the race will be called normally. (However, see C-9.) 

C-8. Car Leaves Track: If, during a race heat, a car leaves the track without interfering with its opponent, it shall be considered to have ended its heat at that point. (However, see C-9.) 

C-9. Track Fault: If a car leaves its lane, at his sole discretion, the track chairman may inspect the track and, if a track fault is found which probably caused the initial violation, the track chairman may order the race heat to be rerun after the track is repaired. 

C-10. No Finishers: If, during a race heat, no car reaches the finish line on the track, the car which went the farthest in its lane shall be declared as the heat winner. 

C-11. Call to Race: Competitors will be called to race by entry order. 

C-12. Appeals: The Cub Scout must make all questions of rules interpretations, procedure and fact to the track officials promptly. The tote board official station at each track will be designated for this purpose. 

C-13. Track Champion: The Champion from each preliminary race shall be impounded until the end of the Race of Champions. 

C-14. Opponent Assignment:. When the group races, cars+ will be lined up and mixed as well as possible. 

C15. NoCall: If the winner of a heat cannot be declared by an automated finish line device, the track chairperson may order the heat to be re-run.  In this event three impartial finish line judges, assigned by the track chairman, shall be at the station for the remainder of the heat.
The Racing Environment: 

R-1. Lanes: The track will have at least 4 lanes. Each lane will consist of a straight, smooth wooden strip centered on a smooth surface. Each race car shall straddle such a strip during its heats. 

R-2. Finish Line Sensor Location: If the track has electronics, the "finish line sensors" shall be in alignment with the corresponding starting line pin and be approximately centered in its lane. 

R-3. Finish Line Judge Backup: Backup finish line judges shall be available. A finish line judge will temporarily excuse himself if he knows that one of the heat contestants is a relative, friend, or member of his pack. 

R-4. Lane Selection: If the track has more lanes than needed, the track chairman shall select the most evenly matched lanes for use by the racers. Because tracks frequently change their characteristics due to details of setup, the determination will be made after the track has been set up and made ready for racing on race day. 

R-5. Chart Assignment: No preassigned charts will be used.  

R-6. Finish Line Electronics Sensitivity: Track Finish Line Electronics, if used, must trigger correctly. 

R-7. Finish Line Clearance: Track Finish Line Electronics and other track accessories, if used, must be no closer than 3 inches above the track.
