This would be a
great time to work on the Geology belt loop
and pin.

e Hang dinosaur posters on the walls.

e Top the tables with a black paper and small,
bushy, plants, small rocks and plastic or
model dinosaurs scouts have made.

e Invite everyone to draw a dinosaur on
brown paper that is hung on the wall like a
cave drawing.

Idea 2: Lead a discussion about natural
resource and the need to preserve them. Talk
about ways to reduce, reuse and recycle our
trash and other unused items instead of
throwing things away. (this is also in Wolf
achievement 7)

How to implement this in Den Meetings:
Resourcefulness is a broad core value, and can
apply to any scout group. Bears can complete
Requirement 21g: The Character Connection
for Resourcefulness as part of their program.

3. Wolves, Elective 18e. Create an adventure
trail where Cub Scouts label activities such
as jumping obstacles, tossing objects,
crawling, running or feats of skill. Relate
all activities to a dinosaur theme. Cub
Scouts can plan ahead to use objects that
they bring from home or find at the park.
Never cut branches from trees or remove
leaves from park shrubs.

Afterward, Discuss with the Cub Scouts:

1.  When you put together your adventure
trail, many of you brought objects from
home. We call that using resources. Some
of you picked objects up form the grounds
here, we call that using resources. What do
you think being resourceful means?

2. Do you think being resourceful is a good
thing? Is there anyone you know who is
particularly resourceful? What do they do?

3. Let’stry to find a way to be resourceful
through the next week. When we meet
again, can each of you share a way that
you were resourceful during the week?

Papier Mache Dinosaur Bone
Craft

You can make your very own dinosaur
bone from a big cardboard tube,
newspaper and flour. This is a messy
craft - wear old clothes and work outside
if possible.

Supplies needed:

e Large cardboard tube (or a gift wrap
tube or a paper towel tube)

e Large plastic bowl (like a big cottage

cheese container) and stirrer (to mix

the flour glue)

Flour and water

Newspaper

Tape

White, yellow or tan tempera paint

Brush

Instructions

Crumble up some newspaper into balls
and tape to the ends of a big cardboard
tube.

Make a simple, thin glue from flour and
water (boiling gives it a nice
consistency). Mix 1 cup of flour into 1
cup of water until the mixture is thin and
runny. Stir into 4 cups of boiling water.
Simmer for about 3 minutes, then cool.
(You can make this glue without
cooking it, but it isn't as smooth that
way.) Have an adult do the cooking.
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Have children tear a lot of strips of
newspaper and/or brown bag paper.
Strips should be about 1 inch wide; the
length doesn't really matter.

Dip a newspaper strip into the cooled
glue, then wrap it around the dinosaur
bone. Cover the entire bone, then let it
dry (it make take a day or more to dry).

When dry, paint the bone. You now have
a great dinosaur fossil!



Make Your Own Fossil (Cast)

Items you will need:

Plaster of paris

disposable bowls

vaseline

Water

dry and fresh leaves, rocks, shells
anything you would like to mold

e When mixing the plaster of paris

keep in mind that it will dry quickly
and it will only last about 30 minutes

before it dries completely.

e Mix 1 part water and 2 parts plaster.
To add color to your project you can
add any food coloring and make your

fossil cast any color.

e Pour plaster into bowl.

e Take the item your are casting and
cover the item with a thin film of

vaseline. place it into the plaster of

paris and let dry.
e When the plaster is dry you will be

able to pull the object off the plaster
and the mold of your item remains in

the plaster.
e Total craft time including
preparation is 40 minutes.

e For additional fun with your cast you
can have your scouts paint the cast or

write their name on the cast.
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Build a T. rex
Supplies needed

A printer

Cardstock or regular paper plus thin
cardboard (an old cereal box is fine)
crayons or markers

paste (a glue stick works well)
scissors (poultry shears work well -
don't use good scissors for this)

Instructions

Print out a copy of the
Tyrannosaurus rex template. Click
here to go to the template.. To print
the template (and not any other
things that might be on the screen),
click on the template first, then
choose PRINT from the File menu.
If you printed the T. rex on
cardstock, go to the next step. If you
used regular paper, paste the printed
template onto thin cardboard (like an
old cereal box).

Using crayons or markers, decorate
the T. rex. No one knows what
colors the dinosaur were, so anything
goes.

Cut out the pieces and make sure to
cut along the thick lines where the
legs and arms attach to the body.
Slide the arms and legs onto the
body.




Make A Papier-Maché Dinosaur
Hat

This activity creates papier-méaché
dinosaur hats. Each step takes about an
hour or less. A few days drying time is
required between the papier-maché part,
the application of decorations, and the
painting part. It is also messy, involving
tearing paper, gluing it, decorating, and
painting.

SUPPLIES NEEDED:

One large balloon for each hat

A lot of old newspaper and/or brown-
bag paper

Flour-water glue (instructions follow)
Scissors

Hole punch (or just use the tip of a
scissors to make holes)

Assorted paper, cardboard scraps,
styrofoam scraps, egg cartons

Paint

String or elastic for chin straps

1. Choose the type of dinosaur hat(s)
you want to make. Species with
interesting heads include (click on
the underlined names to see a
picture of that dinosaur):
Styracosaurus, Triceratops,
Dilophosaurus, Lambeosaurus, and
T. rex. For more dinosaur pictures,
click here.

2. Make a simple, thin glue from flour
and water (boiling gives it a nice
consistency). A good recipe is: Mix
1 cup of flour into 1 cup of water
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until the mixture is thin and runny.
Stir into 4 cups of boiling water.
Simmer for about 3 minutes, then
cool.

Have the students tear a lot of strips
of newspaper and/or brown bag
paper. Strips should be about 1 inch
wide; the length doesn't really
matter.

Blow up a balloon for each child.
Each hat is molded over a large
balloon.

Dip each strips of paper in the flour
glue and put on the balloon. Put the
balloon sideways because most
dinosaurs had long heads. Apply the
papier-maché strips to cover about
half of each balloon . About 3
layers of paper are necessary for a
hat thick enough to decorate later.
You can do all the layers at one
time, or wait between layers. Let
dry for a few days.

Pop the balloon when the hat's dry
and remove. Trim the hat,
depending on the dinosaur species
chosen. Using glue or staples, add
horns, frills, crests, beaks, teeth, and
more, made of paper, cardboard,
styrofoam, egg cartons, etc. Let
dry.

When the hats are dry, punch holes
for chin straps and paint the eyes,
nostrils, beaks, skin color, etc. Let
paint dry.

Add string or elastic to use as a chin
strap. As a costume addition, the
students could drape themselves in
paper that matches their mask or
wear matching clothing.



Dinosaur Diorama

Supplies needed:

paper and a printer (stiff paper works

best - colored paper is great for this

project)

a shoe box or slightly larger box 7

If your paper is very flimsy and
you think your animals may not
stand up well, paste the template
onto thin cardboard (like an old
cereal box). Let it dry.

Using crayons or markers, decorate
the inside of the box, the dinosaurs
and plants. No one knows what
colors the dinosaurs were, so
anything goes. When decorating
the box, remember that the Earth
was very warm when the dinosaurs
lived. Also, the Cretaceous period
was a time of very high volcanism -
a volcano in the back of the box
looks great. Glitter makes a
wonderful addition to lava - just
sprinkle some on a little glue.

* Cut out the dinosaurs, their
stands, and some plants.

* Fold along the dotted lines on the
dinosaur stands. Glue one fold of a
stand to its dinosaur.

 Arrange the animals and plants in
the box. Paste the bottom flaps in
place. Hang any flying animals
from the top of the box using tape
and thread or pipe cleaners. Green
and brown pipe cleaners also make
nice plants.

Arrange macaroni pieces on soil to look
like a dinosaur skeleton.

Brush a coat of white glue over entire
surface. Let dry overnight. Remove from
plate.

Rocks And Minerals

A good place to find rock specimens is
in roadbeds,, riverbeds, roads under
construction, and building excavations
(where allowable). Choose rock and
mineral specimens carefully. Don’t pick
up just anything. Wrap each in a piece of
newspaper with a card to show where
you found it. Rocks can be chiseled to
standard size (such as 2 by 3 inches)
with a geologist’s hammer or a regular
hammer and a cold chisel. (Be sure to
wear protective glasses when chiseling).
Label rocks by attaching a small label to
the underside with transparent tape or by
painting a small white spot, on which
you can write the identification. Show
the types of rock, where it was found,
and the date. Small rocks can be kept in
pill bottles. Larger rocks may be kept in
sectioned boxes or egg cartons.
