FIRST AID MEET GENERAL INFORMATION

1. Teams should be made up of 5 members.

2. Each troop must have its own first aid kit complete with the items listed on the attached sheet.  The SPL will take the First Aid Kit to the Inspection station for scoring. 

3. Each patrol must rotate the spokesperson so that all scouts have a chance to be spokesperson. During each scenario there will be only one spokesperson and 4 participants. The judge will only take verbal answers from the spokesperson however if a team member endangers a member by their action it will be taken into account in the scoring.

4. Patrols will be judged on leadership and teamwork during each scenario.

5. No books or manuals are allowed.

6. Each patrol needs to supply at least one "voluntary" judge.

7. Scouts must be in class A uniform and uniform judging will take place and be part of the overall score.

8. There will be 6 scenarios taken out of the information found in the official BSA First Aid Merit Badge Booklet and the BSA handbook.

9. Troops arriving late will not be allowed to make up for anything missed.

10. The judges will note exceptional behavior, good and bad.

11. Food and beverages will be available for purchase.
